In 2015, the Community Foundations of Canada focused on communities 

with the phrase òYour community makes you, you make your community.ó 

For the directors of Shuswap Community Foundation, this phrase very 

aptly describes the relationship that exists between the Foundation and 

the communities of the Shuswap. This statement goes on to say ò The 

causes we care about, the time we invest, the people we bring together ð 

they all shape our communities now and for future generations. Giving 

back is how the cycle of a vibrant and sustainable community continues.ó 

Such a concept could conceivably have been the impetus that led to the 

founding of Shuswap Community Foundation. The year 2015 is significant 

to SCF because we are celebrating our 20th year of existence. Much has 

changed since Don Rogers and Tom Brighouse brought back the notion of 

a community foundation given to them by the Vancouver Community 

Foundation in 1992 at the UBCM convention.  A steering committee was 

struck to investigate the feasibility of creating a foundation in the Salmon 

Arm area.  Two of the committee members, Gary Brooke and Cindy Derkaz, 

spent time creating a set of bylaws for the Foundation that has served us 

well over the years.  In January 1995, we officially became a registered 

charity.  Individuals, families, and businesses in the Shuswap realized the 

importance of this new organization and contributed a total of $70,000, 

thus becoming the òFoundersó of Shuswap Community Foundation.  

I wonder if the Founders realized back then just how successful Shuswap 

Community Foundation would become.   

Today, we have 123 funds in our capital account; 17 new funds this 

past fiscal year.  Our capital account stands at $7,345,186, up from 

$6,604,455 in 2014, an increase of $740,731.  Our return on 

investment for our fiscal year was 12.13%. The Foundationõs board 

voted to continue with a distribution rate of 5% of the capital fundõs 

market value for this yearõs grant cycles.  In our 20 year history, SCF 

has distributed just under $2,000,000 in grants to registered non-

profit groups in our Shuswap communities.  

In June of 2015, the board of directors voted to contribute $51,000 

over a 3 year period to Haney House Museum in support of their 

Montebello Project, which will be Salmon Armõs signature project to 

celebrate Canadaõs 150th birthday in 2017. (See page 4) 

Prior to our 2015 Annual Community Meeting, we will honour the 

Founders at a dinner to celebrate our 20th anniversary. It is fitting that 

we honour those who recognized and supported the concept of 

Shuswap Community Foundation at its start.   

To all of our supporters and donors who continue to recognize the 

importance of that phrase òGiving back is how the cycle of a vibrant 

and sustainable community continues,ó we salute you as having 

played a role in ensuring the success of Shuswap Community 

Foundation.

2014/2015 FISCAL YEAR 
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REACHING OUT MULTIPLE SCLEROSIS SOCIETY 

The Reaching out Multiple Sclerosis Society recently relocated and with a grant  

from Shuswap Community Foundation were able to do some much needed 

upgrades to their new offices. These improvements included repairing and  

painting the new offices, making the bathrooms wheelchair accessible, installing  

a kitchen, and upgrading  their computer systems. The renovations made their  

new space more handicap-accessible and inviting to members and visitors.  This  

grant was made possible by the Paul and Elvi Pukas Family Endowment, Doug and Donna Adams Family Endowment, Rosemarieõs Fund,  

and SCF Community (General) Fund. 

 

In 1981, Phil Wright met Isabel Reinertson while they were 

both teaching in School District #83. They married in 1984, 

and have been fixtures on the Shuswap agricultural and 

recreational scene for the past 31 years.  

 

Phil was raised in Silver Creek. His motherõs family (Reid), 

and his fatherõs family (Wright), arrived in the Shuswap in 

the early 1900s. Isabel was raised on the family cattle 

ranch in the Summerland area. Their parents were 

community and church leaders, contributing to the 

economy and quality of life in their respective 

communities.  

 

Philõs list of community involvement is a long one. He was 

an active member of the Salmon Arm tennis club for 

approximately six years, coaching children as well as 

playing himself.  He sat on the executive of the BC 

Teacherõs Association local. Heõs been an active volunteer 

with the Larch Hills Nordic Society for years as part of the 

ôJack Rabbitõ learn to ski program and currently as part of 

the ôAdult Learn to Skiõ program. Whenever thereõs an 

event on the ski hill, youõll find Phil there. Heõs always 

available to the Shuswap Trail Alliance, especially in the 

area of the South Canoe Trails.  

He and Isabel are also very active in both the recreational and 

professional equine fields, representing the area at horse shows 

throughout BC, and Phil is a judge at many horse trials throughout 

western Canada. Phil is also a walking storehouse of knowledge about 

Salmon Arm and the Salmon River Valley. Deborah Chapman, Curator of 

the Salmon Arm Museum, frequently consults Phil to verify historical 

details. He received the Queenõs Jubilee medal for his involvement with 

the Salmon Arm and Shuswap Lake Agricultural Association (better 

known as the ôFair Boardõ).  

 As for Isabel, who has been riding horses since she was three years old, 

she has served as a director of the Horse Council of BC and as VP for 

FEI disciplines, and is currently chair of the Dressage Canada 

Achievement Awards committee. Currently she is a member of the board 

of directors for Equine Canada, which governs equestrian sport for 

Canada. She received the Queenõs Jubilee Medal in recognition of her 

work in establishing Para-Equestrian Canada. Isabel is also an 

accredited Equine Canada 'M' dressage judge and National Para-

Equestrian judge, judging at events throughout the Pacific Northwest. 

Other interests include her local Rotary club of which she has twice 

been president. She also served as an Assistant District Governor for 

Rotary International District 5060, and currently chairs the scholarship 

committee of her local club.  

Growing up in families who were so active in establishing their 

communities through volunteerism and community service, then 

following in their footsteps, itõs no wonder it was ôabsolutely a no-

brainerõ when it came to deciding how best to give back to their 

community. Because they were familiar with Shuswap Community 

Foundationõs role, they chose to establish the Reid/Wright Families 

Endowment Fund with the foundation. The fund is discretionary 

because, say Phil and Isabel: òWe have faith in the directors to make 

good decisions and didnõt want to tie their hands when a greater need 

might exist elsewhere.ó  

Income earned by the fund will be disbursed annually, at the discretion 

of the Board of Directors of the Foundation, to award one or more grants 

in the name of the fund to qualified charitable organizations operating 

in the Shuswap.

The eighth of Lorne and Brenda 

Gornerõs 10 children, and one of six 

sons, Shane was also an uncle, a 

grandson, a cousin, and a friend to 

many. Already an actor, artist, 

musician, photographer, poet and 

screen writer, he was never happier 

than when he was able to make 

people laugh, and feel good about 

themselves.  

Fatally injured in an industrial 

accident at his place of employment 

in August of 2013, Shane Gorner 

was only 19 years of age when he 

died. Creative and passionate about 

everything he turned his attention 

to, Shane was preparing to serve a 

two year mission for his church 

before continuing to pursue his 

dreams when his life was cut short.  

Shane was a remarkable young 

man. His English 12 teacher, Marta 

Mar, described him as òa shining 

star who lit up her classroom with 

his wonderful character and love of 

others.ó He shared the stage with Reid Gomme, who enjoyed 

his spontaneity and sometimes startling practical jokes, in the 

Shuswap Theatre production of òAnything Goes.ó Reid also 

shared that Shane was òvery highly thought of by his peers.ó 

Kieren Rambo recalls how Shane attracted those around him 

with his positive outlook on life, and his sincerity. Everyone 

who knew him will attest to his kindness, compassion, and 

caring.  

 

His Photography teacher, Brent 

Chudiak, remembers Shane 

through three years of classes at 

SASS: 2009 ð òOMG, will this kid 

never stop talking?ó  2010 ð òHe 

had developed accents. It was like 

there were multiple Shanes in the 

room, each with a different 

personality and voice.ó  2011 ð 

òHe was engaging, funny, 

focussed, and every part of him a 

great guy to spend time with.ó Shane 

in a nutshell.  

Shane wrote a poem entitled òA 

Course in Cabinetry,ó in which he 

compares his life with cabinet 

drawers filled with everything he 

possesses. It contains these words: 

òWhen I give from my hoard, I have 

not subtracted, I have multiplied.ó

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When Thomas Bowers moved to Salmon Arm from Kamloops in 1947 to take over the 

funeral business from Matti Carrol, this was, in the words of his son Jack, òa one-horse 

town with no asphalt and no sidewalks.ó Jack was born and grew up in Salmon Arm 

where his family lived above what is now the Shuswap Pie Company.   

Jack started working with his father at age 17 and took over the business in 1972.  He 

expanded to a Revelstoke branch in 1975, built the current Funeral Home in 1980, 

expanded to Golden in 1989, and constructed the Crematorium in 1993. 

In 1970 Jack joined the Salmar Theatre Board, serving 35 years as Director, including 

25 years as Chairman. His vision, discipline and perseverance helped him and the 

Board build the Salmar Grand four-plex, a big step in 1997 for a volunteer 

organization.  Today other communities visit Salmon Arm to learn how to create their 

own community theatre. 

The growth and development of Salmon Arm have always been close to Jackõs heart 

and his vision and leadership are evidenced by some of the organizations he 

belonged to ,such as being a volunteer ambulance driver and paramedic in the early 

days and being a founding  member of the Shuswap Rotary Club. As a member of the 

Chamber of Commerce he had his finger on the business and development pulse of 

the community and helped establish an Economic Development Office and was then 

one of the key community members who sat on its Economic Development Advisory 

Board.  

Being a triathlete is Jackõs personal passion. òI learned a lot about life by doing the 

Iron Manñmainly perseverance, to train if I want to finish, and to make training fun.ó   

Jack is delighted to have participated in so much of the building of Salmon Arm, either 

on the front lines or behind the scenes. He has helped the City move forward through 

organized growth and change, and is currently active on the Downtown College 

Campus Project to which he brings his vision and passionate community engagement.

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Barry Dearingõs roots in the Shuswap run deep. His grandfather, 

Edward (Ted) Dearing emigrated from England to Canada with his 

parents in 1890, eventually arriving in Salmon Arm.  In 1913 Ted 

married Sarah (Ida) neé Churchill, and in 1917 they settled on 

their farm in Sunnybrae. Barry was one of their 20 grandchildren.  

Born in 1956, Barry graduated from high school in Salmon Arm, 

and obtained his education degrees at the University of Victoria. 

He spent 35 years of his life teaching and mentoring students and 

teachers, retiring in June 2013. For more than 30 years Barry 

refereed basket-ball games at all levels in the Salmon Arm area, 

throughout the province of BC, and also in Australia. He served as 

president of the local Basketball Officials Association for many 

years, was on the executive of the British Columbia Basketball 

Officials Association from 2010 to 2013, and also the Salmon Arm 

Golf Course and the Shuswap Childrenõs Association until his 

death.  

Nadina Snell returned to Salmon Arm to teach in 1980. She and 

Barry were married in 1983. Son Kyle was born the following year. 

Together, they strengthened the Dearing bond with the Shuswap.  

The Dearing Family Endowment Fund was established to honour Barryõs memory and the impact he had on so many young lives. Within its 

first year, the fund had surpassed $19,000, a testament to the high regard in which Barry was held. A number of annual fundraisers, 

including a January Coin Blitz and a Shuswap Middle School Invitational Basketball Tournament, have been established for the fund, 

which is open to receiving donations in Barryõs memory via Shuswap Community Foundation. Income earned by the fund will be disbursed 

annually to School District No. 83 (North Okanagan-Shuswap) to provide financial assistance to students at the elementary/middle school 

level who could benefit from financial support in order to pursue their educational endeavours, including artistic, musical and athletic 

pursuits.

In 1988 a committee was formed to promote the purchase by 

Nature Trust BC of the wetland around the Salmon Arm bay. 

This committee became the Salmon Arm Bay Nature 

Enhancement Society (SABNES) headed by six appointed and 

six elected board members. The fact that the endangered 

Western and Clarkõs grebes still nested here as a colony, while 

others locations saw declining use, clinched the decision by 

Nature Trust to purchase. The area was leased to the Ministry 

of Environment, for whom SABNES was to act as managing 

authority of the resulting wildlife sanctuary.  

The Boardõs first task was to ensure that four kilometres of 

shoreline were preserved forever. Since then, the area has 

been enlarged by the creation of a four hectare island built 

with material dredged from the marina project. The society 

arranged for the island to be planted and sculpted, creating 

mounds and lagoons.  Another important project, for the 

protection of the sensitive nesting areas for grebes and other 

waterfowl, volunteers installed exclusion buoys 500 metres 

out from high water, with signs asking boaters to stay clear of 

the sensitive breeding area.  

The second mandate was to regulate human access to the 

newly created sanctuary. Consequently, board walks were 

built, trails created and a bird tower erected overlooking the 

new island, Later, two bird blinds were built overlooking the 

richer birding spots.  

Corresponding to the third mandate, namely education, a Nature 

House was set up in Marine Park. By 2004, with regular additions 

to the taxidermy collection, the centre became a real attraction 

worthy of repeated visits.  

 

A decision was made to refurbish the existing Interpretive Centre 

with new support joists,  flooring, a deck, and a metal roof. Since 

this work meant that a new building was no longer envisaged at 

that time, the Board decided to take the remaining fund amount 

and entrust the Shuswap Community Foundation with finding 

more rewarding investments, the interest to be available to 

SABNES on an annual basis.
